Include up to 6 keywords that describe your paper.

INTRODUCTION
Authors should place their papers into this template with the formatting as provided. Use short and informative titles, avoiding abbreviations where possible.  Titles should not exceed 200 characters, including spaces.

The language of the conference is English. Papers should be written in good English (British or American usage is accepted, but not a mixture of the two). Use short and informative titles, avoiding abbreviations where possible. Length should not be more than 8000 words (all inclusive). File names should be first author’s surname. Papers should be submitted in MS Word or PDF formats. 
Manuscript Style

Font should be Book Antique sized 11 point. Use one space between sentences. Manuscripts should be single spaced. Paragraphs should follow one another with no empty line between. Indent the first line of each new paragraph (except after a heading). Place tables and figures in text where most appropriate. The text body should be left justified (do not use full justification). All pages should be numbered, including the first page. The order should be: abstract, keywords, article text, acknowledgements, references.
Use a space for thousands (10 000 and above), and use decimal points (not commas) for number fractions (e.g. 10.5).  Number displayed equations consecutively from Eq.(1) to the end of the paper. Use the international system of units (SI). If other units are used, give their equivalents in SI.
Citations
References should be quoted in the text as name and year within brackets and listed at the end of the paper alphabetically (Jones, 2005). Page numbers should be included after the year when appropriate, as demonstrated (Jones, 2005, pp. 33-4). Where reference is made to more than one work by the same author published in the same year, identify each citation in the text as follows: (Jones, 2005a), (Jones, 2005b). Where three or more authors are listed in the reference list, please cite in the text as (Jones et al., 2005)
